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Herringby
The hamlet of Herringby is situated on the 
road to Runham and consists of only six 
dwellings.  At the time of the Doomsday 
Book, salt works existed here and it was 
held by the Conqueror himself.  There was 
a church dedicated to St Ethelbert, but it 
fell into disrepair and James 1st annexed 
the parish to Stokesby in 1616.
